	Stirling District Festival 2017
The Festival Secretary's Report had been circulated previously. 

The Festival will be held in the Menzies Hall, Fintry on Saturday and Sunday 4-5 March 2017. It was decided that the running order would be decided by the officers in consultation with the clubs entering. The ticket price will be £8 per night or £15 for two nights. The stage director will be Tony Flisch and the Fintry team will provide stage crew. It was agreed that John Biggam should approach Liz Candy to act as reserve adjudicator. 

Anne Marchant agreed to act as adjudicator's steward.
Fintry will find a suitable person to present the trophies

As there will be young people under 18 involved there will have to be a PVG officer. Lesley agreed to do this. Clubs will also have to have their own PVG officers.

It was agreed that publicity needed to be improved. To this end it was decided to ask clubs to sell tickets. It was also decided that the poster needed to be more eye catching. To this end it was decided to run a poster competition with the office bearers choosing which poster or posters to use. Lesley will email all members the information needed for the poster.

On the night of their production the teams will get cast plus up to 3 tickets for that evening. 

It was decided to have a new Stage Presentation Trophy for the festival. Gordon Hibbert would check on suitable trophies and identify a sponsor.

Gordon Hibbert expressed concerns that the adjudicator had not yet replied. Tony expressed concerns that SASDA were trying to make their rate for transport 35p per mile and said we should insist our terms remained at 20p per mile and that if they wanted to change it they would need to negotiate with the appropriate festival team.
